At age 18, [ was determined to attend a good university and earn my
criminal justice degree. QU offered me the atmosphere & education I was
looking for, especially since I knew I had to get out of my hometown and away
from my friends and family.

Even though it’s not
easy, between her and the other volunteers and their services I am working out
the best solutions for me and my baby. I found a wonderful church and great
friends to fill the loneliness & help me grow to be the best person and mom I
can be. Even though having a baby wasn’t part of my plan, I am very
encouraged and excited to realize that with God’s help & my friends at
Birthright, I can make the right choices and still achieve my goals.
